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Clipboard History

Clipboard history, e.g. copy/cut and paste, was introduced in Oct 2018 in Windows 10. It
allows one to easily “copy” something in one place (e.g. an article, picture, etc.) and “paste” it in
another place (e.g. a document, email, etc.). The most recent 25 “clips” are stored within
Clipboard history (unless an item is pinned to the Clipboard) and the history list is erased every
time you restart your device.

Clipboard history only works if it has been enabled from Settings> System> Clipboard.
Today many users simply use “Snip & Sketch” to obtain similar results. But if you happen to
still use Clipboard history (or if you want to try to use it) here are some tips.

When you have it enabled, simply press the Windows key + V and a small

ﬁ window lists the most recent items you have copied to the Clipboard. If you don’t
Lo have it enabled (and you press the Windows key + V) a message will be displayed.
n't show history
e Y OU €an then turn it on. Of course you could also just go to Settings> System>

Clipboard and turn it on by sliding the toggle switch. You will also have some
other options, such as syncing it and clearing everything that is not pinned.

To remove items individually from your Clipboard history list, select the Windows key + V
and click on the three (3) dots next to the item you want to delete and you will be prompted to
remove it. If you wish to clear everything from the Clipboard, do the same thing, but select
“Clear all”. If any items still appear on your Clipboard history list (after deleting them) then you
have pinned them (not just copied and pasted them). In this case, after selecting the three dots,
simply select “Unpin” and then either delete the item or delete all.

NOTE: If you are running Windows 10 (from a build prior to 1909) instead of getting the three
dots when you press the Windows key + V, you will see the pop-up window that displays your
list of recent items. To remove the item, click the “X” in the upper right corner of the item or
select “Clear all” in the upper-right corner of the Clipboard history window. If the item still
remains, chances are you “pinned” it, so click on the pin icon, then click “Clear all” again.

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Tips and tricks you might want to try

Inserting a picture into a Word document

Have you ever tried to insert a picture into a document only to have it appear anywhere but
where you want it to go? Of course you have. Word will insert a picture into a Word document
at its “insertion” point, but you can control that. To get the picture to go where you want it to,
you must first understand what the available options are. So let's review them:

In Line with Text: this is the default option Word applies and the picture is inserted (as if it were
text) kind of like text with a much larger font. You can then drag the picture to the beginning or
end of the paragraph.

Square: this option wraps the text around the picture in a square pattern and the text moves to
accommodate the picture on both sides.

Tight: this options wraps the text consistently between the edges of the pictures.

Through: similar to Tight, but this option allows one to alter the edit points. The edit pointis a
small, black square that one can drag to change the shape of the picture.

Top and Bottom: this does not allow text wrapping around the picture, but keeps text to the
top and bottom of the picture.

Behind Text: this runs text right through the picture; an effect that can be different.

In Front of Text: this will bring the text in front of the text, but it will obscure any text behind it
and one cannot read the text then.

By choosing More Layout Options one can find additional tricks regarding “wrapping text”
around an inserted picture, including positioning to the left or right sides and setting distances
from the text. Play with it and let us know what you think.

Using FaceTime while multi-tasking

Ever get a FaceTime call from a family member or friend while you are in the middle of writing
your club’s minutes or trying to copy that recipe that sounded so good? You know what we're
talking about. And you don't want to miss that FT call, especially if it is your son or daughter
calling and you know there’s a chance to see your favorite grandchild, right? Well rather than
miss the call, you answer it but you also want to finish what you're doing and not appear to be
distracted. In iOS 13, "Eye Contact” was introduced and it makes it appear as if you're keeping
eye contact with the person on the other end (even if you are looking at another part of your
screen, (e.g. finishing those club minutes or recipe). Simply open Settings> FaceTime and slide
the toggle next to “Eye Contact” to the right to enable it. Voila! It's that simple.

Don’t miss a notification

Do you use an iPhone? When you are in a Computer Club class and you are asked to silence or
turn off your phone (so as to not disturb the class) are you one that just can’t savor the thought
of missing a notification? Do you experience FOMO (fear of missing out)? Well, instead of
setting your phone to vibrations, you can set your iPhone to LED flash so that it blinks when
your phone is locked and silent. How? Go to Settings> Accessibility> Audio/Visual. Toggle
on LED Flash for Alerts. Now you can enable Flash on Silent if you want the LED to only flash
when your iPhone is silenced.



Windows 11 Tips

Still don’t have Windows 11 yet? Not to worry. To check to see IF your computer is compatible,
simply go to Settings> Update & Security> Windows Update. If your system is not compatible
it will let you know. One thing you don’t want to do isto go to a
third party site and download Windows 11. ONLY get it from

Windows Microsoft as there have been scams that impersonate Microsoft and

. is getting Windows 11. The malware downloaded is then enabled
mE and has the potential of stealing one’s credentials subjecting the

victim to financial disaster by stealing passwords, etc. Be aware,
don’t be fooled. Remember, you don't need to run Windows 11;
you can continue to use Windows 10 without issues until Oct 2025.
But as always, keep whatever system you use current with its periodic updates. For more
information regarding fake Windows 11 installers, click here: Fake Windows 11 upgrade installers
infect you with RedLine malware (bleepingcomputer.com) Thank you, Linda Norton (SCACC Board
Director) for sharing this information.

If you have a newer system and it already runs Windows 11, it is possible to run Android apps
on it. In the latest Windows 11 update, some of the recent improvements include showing the
clock on the taskbar (across multiple monitors) and the weather widget has been brought back to
the taskbar. If one uses Microsoft Teams, a mute feature is also included in the taskbar now.
Microsoft has also redesigned two of its applications: Notepad and Media Player. Notepad now
includes a dark mode, colored emojis and a better undo feature. The Media Player app will
replace “Groove Music” but if you use Grove Music, don’t worry as all of your playlists and your
library will automatically migrate to the new Media Player app. You will just need to update your
Notepad and Media Player apps through the Microsoft store first. Lastly, Microsoft intends to
release its Windows 11 updates faster.

Five browsers to use with your Android phone (that are not named Chrome)

Not everyone uses Google (or Google Chrome). Yes, it comes preQinstaled on Android phones,
but are you looking for an alternative? Try one of these:

DuckDuckGo claims to promote privacy; no tracking, no bots and secure encryption to keep one
safe and even better...no personalized ads.

Firefox, yes is does work on Android devices. It has been improved and allows one to see open
tabs, searches and favorites all together. You can also opt for a more privacy-based surfing
experience.

Brave Private Web Browser is an incognito browser that won’t save your browsing history. It
says it browses faster as well as saves battery life, so give it a try.

Opera browser has a built-in ad-blocker and gives one a personalized news feed that updates
every time one uses it. It has a private browser mode as well.

Vivaldi has both ad and pop-up blockers, the ability to save one’s favorites and customization as
well. It also has a built-in translation tool and works on Windows as well as Android devices.
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Useful things you may want to know, or Frequently Asked Questions (FAQs)

Q. What is “SmartScreen”?

A. Excellent question. Microsoft Defender SmartScreen, built into the Edge browser, helps to
identify reported malware and phishing websites. Edge can help keep one safer online with its
built-in features designed to protect the user’s privacy. To see if SmartScreen is enabled, select
“Settings and more” (the three dots in the upper right-hand corner, while in the Edge browser),
scroll down and select the gear icon (Settings) and in the Search settings windows in the upper
right corner, type Microsoft Defender SmartScreen. Ensure that the toggle switch is ON.
SmartScreen also checks files one downloads from the web against malicious programs and sites
known to be unsafe and can warn one by blocking the download if it identifies the file to be unsafe.
If one is warned, one has the option to report the site as “safe” if it is known to be so. If one thinks
a site is unsafe (and Microsoft did not identify it as such) one can report the site to Microsoft for
further evaluation. SmartScreen differs from a Pop-Up Blocker, which normally just blocks
advertisements.

Q. Iuse Windows 10, version 2004 but my son told me that it is now obsolete. What should I do?
A. Your son is correct. Windows 10, version 2004 reached end of servicing on December 14, 2021.
To continue receiving security and quality updates, Microsoft recommends that you update to the
latest version of Windows 10. Click on the Windows icon (bottom left-hand corner of your screen)
then click on Settings (the gear icon). Next select “Update and Security”. You can now check for
updates and if one appears, select it to download and install. Windows will normally keep you
informed of any new updates unless you intentionally “paused them”.

Q. I just started using Windows 11 on my new computer. I do not like the Transparency setting
but I do not know how to change it. Can you help?

A. Here is something you can try. Press the “Windows key + the letter i” on your keyboard to
open Settings. Select “Accessibility” from the side menu and then click on “Visual Effects” on the
right-hand side of the screen. Be sure to toggle “Off” “Transparency effects”. You do not have to
save anything, it does so automatically. Now all of your transparent windows should appear as
opaque. Let us know if this helped or not. Provide your comments by logging in to our website
and selecting “Contact Us” from the main menu bar. Then select “Newsletter” and give us your
thoughts.

Q. I have a MacBook Pro and my daughter said the battery might be unsafe and I should get it
replaced. I haven't heard about bad batteries for MacBooks. I think she just wants me to buy a
new laptop. What do you think?

A. According to Apple, “a very small number” of their MacBook Pro models have had issues with
their batteries. You would first have to check which model you have. To do so, click on the Apple
logo (upper left corner of the macOS menu bar) and select “About this Mac”. Look for your

MacBook Pro. If it is one of those listed, then yes, you may be eligible for a free battery
replacement. The models are 2016 and 2017 models:

e MacBook Pro (13--inch, 2016, Two Thunderbolt 3 Ports)

e MacBook Pro (13--inch, 2017, Two Thunderbolt 3 Ports)

e MacBook Pro (13--inch, 2016, Four Thunderbolt 3 Ports)

e MacBook Pro (13--inch, 2017, Four Thunderbolt 3 Ports)

e MacBook Pro (15--inch, 2016)

e MacBook Pro (15--inch, 2017)

You might also want to check your battery by going to System Preferences> Battery> Battery (in
the sidebar) and then clicking on Battery Health. If “Service Recommended” appears in the
Battery Health menu you should probably have it checked to see if you are eligible for a free
battery replacement.

Q. Is SMS texting safer to use than email?

A. Good question! When you say safer, do you mean more secure? It has been said that the
standard SMS (Simple Message Service) is neither private nor secure. Many folks use “texting”
nowadays in lieu of email because of its convenience. Just type in what you want (e.g. a question,
a quick answer, etc.) and send it on its way. No addressing, no subject, just type and send. The
issue is, however, that messages you send ARE NOT end-to-end encrypted therefore your cellular
provide can “see” the contents of messages that you send or receive. And those providers CAN
store the contents of those messages for various lengths of time. Although these are normally only
stored for a number of days, the metadata (e.g. which number sent the message and at what time,
and which number received the number and at what time) can be stored even longer and these
records are subject to being subpoenaed as evidence in legal proceedings. Some carriers (e.g.
AT&T, Sprint and T-Mobile) were also found to be selling customer location data to aggregators in
2019, but they promised to stop doing so after it was revealed. So who knows which is more
secure; SMS texting or emails? Most email providers offer the option to encrypt one’s email. If one
uses Apple’s iMessage app, that IS encrypted end-to-end and if one uses the RCS standard for
Android (e.g. Goggle Messages) that too is encrypted provided the sender and the receiver both
have the app on their Android devices. There are apps such as Signal, WhatsApp, Wire and Wickr
that are data-based and work across platforms and they ARE all end-to-end encrypted meaning
that the sent messages are scrambled on one end of the conversation and then unscrambled at the
other end on the recipient’s device, making it nearly impossible for anyone to see what is being
sent. Good question; thanks for inquiring.

Q. I've always used Microsoft Office and although I like it, I don’t think I can continue paying
the monthly fee to use it. Prices are going up on everything these days. I know about their free
online version and Google Workspace, but are there other compatible applications that I can
look into? They could be free or have a subscription (maybe less than what Microsoft charges)?
A. Actually, yes. There are several such applications out there, but here’s a few you might want
to consider:

* WordPerfect Office 2021: features a word processor, spreadsheet and slideshow
programs and also offers photo editing. One can save files in multiple formats, including DOCX,
HTML and PDF AND one can edit the PDF files too. It isn’t free though, but unlike Microsoft
Office, there is no subscription fee. It’s a one-time purchase.

* LibreOffice: favored by many due to it being and open source software, it has a word
processor, spreadsheet, presentation and more. Since its been around a while, it handles older file
types; it works on Mac, Windows and Linux operating systems and it is FREE.

* Softmaker Office: there is a FREE version of this, called Free Office. It advertises to be
the most like Microsoft suite and although not publicized a lot, has quite a large number of users
in Europe.

* WPS Office: this has a word processor, spreadsheet, presentation and PDF converter
also. It works with Mac, Windows, Android and iOS AND offers free online storage via its
maker, Kingsoft. The paid version offers more device connections, more storage and access to
the PDF converter.

* Apple iWork: if you have a Mac, then you probably already have this. It includes a
word processor, spreadsheet and presentation apps and one can use Apple’s iCloud for storage
and collaborative editing. This is ONLY available for Mac and iOS.

There are others, so all you have to do is do a search in Google for “office applications” or “Free
office applications” or “Free online office applications”, etc. Let us know what you decide.
